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Executive Summary

Small businesses are the backbone of our economyand create the vast majority of new jobs, yet
as thesepoll findings make clear, small business ownersbelieve large corporations andwealthy
Americans pay less than their fair share of taxes Poll respondents support specific reforms to
address the problem.

An overwhelming 90% of small business ownerssay big corporations use loopholes to avoid
taxes that small businesss have to payN and 92% say big corporationsQuse of suchloopholes is a
problem. When asked 9ecifically if they think U.S. multinational corporations Quse of
accounting loopholes to shift profits to offsh ore subsidiaries to avoid taxesis a problem, 91%of
respondents agreed, wih 55% saying it is a very serious problem.

A majority of small business owners (58%) sad households with incomes of more than $1
million a year pay less thantheir fair shar e in taxes. And 57% of respondents believe individuals
earning more than $1 million annually should pay a higher tax rate on the income over $1
million . Moreover, a 51% majority of small business owners polled believe Congress should let
tax cuts on taxable income over $250,000 a year expireas scheduled on December 31, 2012
(40% said they should be extended)

Small business owners strongly disapprove ofthe special Ocarried interestO loophole that gives
hedge fund managers a big break on their taxefl 81% of owners favor hedge fund managers
being taxed at the ordinary income tax rate, with a top bracket currently set at35%, rather than
the 15% capital gains ratethey now pay.

Fifty percent of the business owners in this nationwide poll identified as Republican or
independents leaning Republican, 32%as Democrator independents leaning Democratic and
15% as independens (not leaning toward either party) .

Three-quarters of respondents agree that their small business is harmed when loopholes
allow big corporations to avoid taxes. More than one-third say it harms their business a lot.

67% believe big corporations pay less than their fair share of taxes An even bigger majority,
73%, says multinational corporations pay less than their fair share.

B Small business owners say households making more than $1 million a year pay
less than their fair ~ share in taxe s:

B Small business owners support a higher tax rate for individuals earning more
than $1 million ayear:

Tax Loopholes For Big Corporations are Bad For Small Business

Small business owners feel very strongly that big corporations use tax loopholes to avoid paying
taxes. In fact, an overwhelming majority of those surveyedN 90%N believe this to be true. An
even biggermajority of owners agreethereOs reason to beoncerned about big corporationsO use
of such loopholes: 92% of small business owners saytOs a probleril with a full 50% sayng itOs a
very serious problem.

Business Owners Agree the Economic Playing Field Needs Leveling

Small business owners see a gravémbalance in the share of tax dollars that small and large
businesses must pay: 67% believe big corporations pay less than their fair share of taxes An
even bigger majority, 73%, saysmultinational corporations pay less than their fair share of
taxes.

Small Business Owners Support Higher Taxes for High-Income
Households

The majority of small business owners favor a higher tax rate onincome exceeding$1 million a
year: 57% of respondents believeindividuals whose annual income exceeds $1 million should
pay a higher tax rate on the income over $1 million. Only a tiny fraction of small business
owners earn more than a million dollars annually and the poll findings bear this out: only one
small business owner out of 500 polled reported their annual household income to be more than
$1 million.

Small business owners strongly disapprove of the special Ocarried interestO loophole that allows
hedge fund managersto have their personal income taxed at the capital gains rate of 15%
instead of the ordinary income tax rate, which currently tops out at 35%. Four out of five
ownersN 81%N say hedge fund managersshould have their personal incomestaxed atthe same
rates as everyone elseln fact, a 61%majority strongly supports this change.

Respondents also weighed in on whether Congresshould extend tax cuts for households with
taxable income over $250,000 a year, or let the tax cuts end as currently scheduled on
December 31, 2012. A 51% majority of small business owners believe Congress should let the
cuts expire (40% said they should be extended). Tax data show that less than 3% of tax filers
with any business income makemore than $200,000 a year for individuals or $250,000 a year
for couples. Among the small businessowners polled, only 3% said their annual household
income was $250,000 or above.!



Conclusion

Small business ownersbroadly agree they are being hurt by an unlevel economic playing field.
They see corporate tax loopholes and accounting gimmicks used to shift profits off shore to avoid
taxes as serious problensN harming the economy and their business In the view of small
business owners neither multinational corporations nor millionaires pay their fair share of
taxes.

Small business owners want to see millionaires, hedge fund managers andig business pay
more in taxes. They see the harm in maintaining these tax breaksand loopholesN not ending
them.

Small businesses employ half the nationOs private sector workforce and created two out of three
net new jobs between 1993 and 2008.Small business owners are eager to rebuildthe economy
in the wake of the economic meltdown and revitalize the communities their businesses are
invested in. Policymakers concerned about job creation should be leveling the playing field for
small businesses, not perpetuating tax breaks and loopholes that favor multinational

corporations and hedge fund manageis. Small business owners believe our economy needs to
work for everyone, not just the biggest andthe richest.

Methodology

This poll reflects a scientific national survey of 500 small business ovners nationwide ,
commissioned by the American Sustainable Business Council, Main Street Alliance andSmall
Business Majority and conducted by Lake Research. It hasa margin of error of +/ - 4.4%. The
nationwide Internet survey was conducted betweernDecember 8, 2011and January 4, 2012.

Opinion pollsters used a random sample of small business owners obtained fromHarris
Interactive, with additional samples from InfoUSA.
